Academic Courses

Field offers a comprehensive academic program including language
arts, math, science & social studies. Also offered is Spanish, a fine &
applied arts program (FACS, STEM lab, art and music), & PE.
Accelerated offerings are available for language arts & math (Alg &
Geo). An academic support program is also available. The iPad is a 1:1
tool.

Physical Education, Heath and Wellness
Each student receives a 40-minute daily PE course. Health and
wellness topics are part of the PE curriculum for each grade.

All students are welcome to be part of student council. In addition,
Field produces a yearly musical, open to all students. Finally, students
are encouraged to participate in a range of service learning activities.
